Directions to Terhune Orchards:

From South Jersey - take Route 295 North, cross US 1 where the road becomes Route 95 South, then take exit 7B onto Route 206
North/Lawrenceville-Princeton. Take Route 206 to the fourth traffic light and turn left onto Cold Soil Road. The farm is on the right, 3
miles from Route 206.

From Pennsylvania - take Route 95 North and take exit 7B onto Route 206 North/Lawrenceville-Princeton. Take Route 206 to the
fourth traffic light and turn left onto Cold Soil Road. The farm is on the right, 3 miles from Route 206.

From North Jersey - travel on the New Jersey Turnpike South to Exit 9, transfer to Route #1South for about 20 miles, then take
Interstate 95 South (different from the NJ Turnpike) to the third exit (7B) for Rte 206 North/ Lawrenceville-Princeton. Take Route 206 to
the fourth traffic light and turn left onto Cold Soil Road. The farm is on the right, 3 miles from Route 206.
